· Authors are encouraged to provide handout materials relating to their papers. 
· Poster take-down time is 7:30 pm on Friday May 29th. Please make sure to take down your poster because the boards will be taken down that evening. The WSPA is not responsible for posters not removed.

Posters will be evaluated individually based on the type of work and their scores will be compared to posters within the same Practice Category.
